I hope you’re having a wonderful and restful summer. Here are some important updates and information.   
 
This year’s exciting show is based on the story of Atlantis.  The music written by Key Poulan is to reflect different 
segments of the story:  the first movement of the ‘Thriving Metropolis”,  “The Eerie Calm”,  and “The Sinking of 
Atlantis”.   
 

BAND CAMP SCHEDULE & DETAILS 
 

All Members are to report for Band Camp as noted: 

□ Monday – Thursday, August 20-24, All Band Members, 9am – 9pm 

 Lunch break is from 12 – 1pm and dinner break is from 4-6pm 

□ Friday, August 25, All Band Members, 9am-9pm 

 Students are not allowed to go home during dinner - a picnic will be held 

□ Mon, Tue, Wed - August 24, 25, 26 All Band Members, 5-9pm 
 

All Marching members are required to be at band camp full time.  Remember to arrive a few minutes early, as 
rehearsal starts promptly and students are expected to be ready to begin rehearsal on time!  

 
Be prepared for camp!!! 
 

What to wear? 
 Comfortable sneakers (absolutely no flip flops or sandals), shorts, a hat, and lots of sunscreen!  The 

parking lot is very sunny and hot so be prepared.   
What to bring? 
 All students are required to bring a three ring binder to organize the show music/drill and a pencil 
 A cooperative and positive attitude (very important) 
 Bug spray 
 Sunscreen 

What about food and drink? 
 Lunch is from 12pm-1pm. Dinner is from 4pm-6pm. Note: rehearsal begins promptly after break.  

Students are expected to be in the band room/on the field and prepared to begin promptly and 
should be on campus 10 minutes before start time. 

 Students are allowed to leave campus during their lunch and dinner breaks.  There are a number of 
fast food restaurant near by.  They must return on time and should not go anywhere alone. 

 Bring a cooler with food for lunch and dinner staying on campus for meals.  There will by no 
supervision during the dinner break.  Students should make arrangements to go home, go to a 
friend’s house, relax, swim and enjoy the down time.   

 Cold thermos with “Ice Water” only.  No “sugared” beverages are allowed due to attraction of 
bees.   

 Band Parent Association will provide a snack for the students and ice water to refill their thermos. 
 



SOMETHING NEW IN 2009 

The students dinner break on Friday, August 24 will only be one hour and they not be permitted to leave 
campus.  A picnic dinner will be provided by the Band Parent Association.  ALL PARENTS AND ALL STUDENTS 
WILL BE REQUIRED TO ATTEND A PARENT MEETING.  The meeting will be held in the auditorium promptly at 
7pm.  This meeting will review the student rules and the staff’s expectations for the year, the upcoming 
calendar of events, and some of the great things we hope your students will get out of the program.  THE 
STUDENTS WILL PERFORM THE SHOW FOR THE FIRST TIME AFTER THE MEETING AND THEN WE WILL 
CELEBRATE THE BEGINNING OF OUR HARD WORK WITH OUR ANNUAL DESSERT PARTY!  Parents and families 
are encouraged to celebrate all of the hard work and progress of Band Camp at our family dessert and the 
first performance of the 2009 NHS Marching Band show Atlantis!     
 
Band Uniforms will be fitted during Band Camp. Students may be requested to return early from their dinner 
break or stay for their lunch break on their day to be fitted. Guard Uniforms have been chosen and the guard 
members have been measured. They should arrive late September. The ordering of all required uniform pieces 
has taken place including shoes, gloves, and Class B uniforms.  All students should have already returned 
orders and payment.

Health forms for all students should have already been returned to me.  If you have not gotten yours in yet it 
MUST come in on the first day of camp.  No exceptions.  Thank you for helping me keep your children safe and 
well. 
 
Unfortunately, I must remind you that this year the Board of Education is requiring a $100 field trip 
transportation fee per student to participate in the Marching band program.   The initial $35 should have 
already been paid with the students commitment form this summer.  The remaining $65 fee will be due no 
later than September 19.  All students must pay this fee before the first competition or they will not be allowed 
to board the bus for the competition and perform.  A field trip form with insurance information will be sent 
home the first week of school and payment will need to be returned with that form.
